It is no longer news that the whole world 
is facing serious financial challenges 
and the prices of goods and services are 
skyrocketing, therefore, putting a strain 
on family finances. 

There are fundamental psychological 
differences between men and women and 
this is evidenced in their diverse tastes, 
needs and emotional requirements. For 
example, most men would spend their 
money on gadgets such as: cars, phones, 
wristwatches and sound systems etc , 
while women are more likely to spend 
theirs on wigs, bags, jewelries, clothes 
and makeups. 

These differences also come to play in the 
marriage relationship, with each member 
allocating some of their resources to the 
objects of their passion. When there is 
enough money to meet all these needs 
there will be less tension in the home, 
everyone is happy and the home is 
more likely to be peaceful. However, 
misunderstandings arise when there is 
not enough to go round and sacrifices 
need to be made for the common 

good. If the couple do not handle these 
situations correctly they could lead to 
miscommunication and in extreme cases, 
a breakdown of the relationship.

So how should a couple handle 
their finances during economic 
hardships?

1.   Family finances should be managed 
in an attitude of openness and trust 
between husband and wife.

2.   The family income should be 
regularly evaluated to ensure that the 
essential expenses are prioritised before 
the needs of the individual family 
members. 

I pray that the Lord will grant us wisdom 
for our family finances and cause His 
peace to continually reign and rule in our 
lives and homes in Jesus name. Amen.
